The Phenomenon of the Popularity of Tutoring in Poland: the Causes and Consequences The article reveals the main reasons for the emergence of tutoring in Poland, the scale of this phenomenon, its negative and positive consequences in the pedagogical, ethical and economic aspects. It is shown that tutoring in modern Poland is becoming more and more common which, on the one hand, can declare the defeat of the general education school in the implementation of its teaching function and increase the inequality of educational opportunities, but on the other hand it can give a chance for a student. Tutoring services are not only used by students who have problems in school, but by excellent students too. 
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It is proved that one of the main reasons for tutoring is the shortcomings of the state system of school education and sharp competition between students for a place of study in an elite educational institution, whether it is a school or a university. It is for this reason that in the post-Soviet countries, including Poland, a new powerful tutoring market has emerged, known as the "third sector of education". 
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
