The educational policy of the state in the field of extracurricular education, as one of the priorities of the
state, should be directed to the development of the extracurricular education system and network of
extracurricular educational establishments in accordance with current trends, ensuring equal access and
opportunities for children to obtain educational services of extracurricular education, modernization of content,

Youth, the Young Naturalists *Station», «<On Approval of the
Regulations on Center, House, Club of Scientific and Technical
Creativity of Student Youth, Young Technicians’ Station»,
«On Approval of the Regulations on the Organization of
Individual and Group Work in Out-of-School Educational
Institutions», «On Approval Regulations on the Small
Academy of Sciences of Student Youthy, etc.) [2].

Lega! documents of local authorities and local governments
are important for out-of-school educational institutions.
Poltava Regional Council has adopted the educational program
«We take care of education». This program is aimed at
solving problems that cannot be solved by the educational
institutions themselves in the process of ongoing work. As
the principles of educational reform of the New Ukrainian
School require improvement of work on identification,
support and development of inclinations of gifted children,
the Program envisages measures aimed at support of gifted
and talented children, student youth and their mentors.
Winners of all-Ukrainian competitions and their managers
receive cash rewards. Such a program is to support gified youth
and promote the out-of-school education of the region [3].

The modernization of out-of-school education institutions
can only be addressed at the state level through the impro-
vement and full implementation of out-of-school normative
acts. The implementation of educational policy in the field of
extracurricular education intensifies the emergence of new
important needs of the child, the implementation and
implementation of which can be provided by out-of-school
educational institutions.

Conclusions and suggestions. The legal and regulatory
framework of the extracurricular education system of Ukraine
has been developed at the proper level, and rapid changes in
the society require constant improvement and additions in
accordance with the needs. The overriding goal of public
policy in the field of extracurricular education is to maintain
a netwark of out-of-school educational institutions. The bodies
of state executive power and loca! self-government, scientific
institutions, public educational organizations, pedagogical
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workers of the extracurricular education system should work
in lhe.direction of improving the quality of provision of
educational services in out-of-school, state of ensuring the
right of children to extra-curricular education, modenization
of educational establishments. Improvement of the current
legal and regulatory support should take place in the
direction of inclusive education, distance learning, provision
of a wide range of educational services, financing of the
activities of out-of-school educational institutions.
