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Kovalskyi S. V. The transformation of Cyprus’ strategic role in British Mediterranean and
Middle Eastern policy in 1945-1956

The article analyzes the transformation of Cyprus’ strategic role in British Mediterranean and
Middle Eastern policy from 1945 to 1956, against the backdrop of decolonization and the Cold
War. The Middle East and the Eastern Mediterranean became areas of confrontation between the
United States and the Soviet Union, while Britain, gradually losing its imperial status, adapted its
strategies to maintain influence through key regions. Cyprus, annexed in 1914 and recognized as
a colony after World War I, became a vital outpost for Britain and NATO in the postwar period.
The study reveals the evolution of Cyprus’ role from a secondary colony to a key geopolitical
asset, especially following the loss of Palestine, the Suez Canal, and other strategic holdings. The
research draws on “Blue Books” from the 1940s, memoranda, analytical notes, and reports. A
systems analysis and historical-genetic approach are applied to highlight the shifts in London's
priorities during the Cold War.

Cyprus played a crucial role in the “Mediterranean Axis”, control of maritime routes, influence in
the Middle East, proximity to the USSR, and the Greek-Turkish conflict within NATO. The Akrotiri
and Dhekelia bases highlighted its significance as Britain’s sole outpost in the region. The article
demonstrates the transition to neocolonial principles, analyzes Cyprus’s impact on regional stability,
and contributes to understanding the genesis of the Cold War in regional and global dimensions,
revealing the adaptation of British policy to new geopolitical realities.
